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ABSTRACT 


Background: Diabetes mellitus patients can experience complications in the form of ulcers, which is a condition that can disrupt the integrity of the skin, resulting in necrosis and causing damage to skin tissue, blood vessels and nerves caused by uncontrolled blood sugar levels. Wound care for diabetic ulcers is important to prevent infection and complications in patients with diabetic ulcers.
Objective: The aim of this study was to determine the effect of using honey in healing Diabetes Mellitus wounds at Dr Bratanata Hospital in Jambi city area.
Method: This case study research uses a descriptive methods. The sample in this study was 1 respondent who suffered from diabetic ulcers with using the Bates-Jensen wound assessment measuring scale to determine the healing process of ulcer wounds. Wound care was carried out for 1 week with a frequency every day for 7 days.
Results: Infection sign not founds in the respondents' ulcer after being given wound treatment using honey.
Conclusion: The results of this research by observed the condition of the wound after wound with honey for 7 days, it was found that the development of the wound from the first day of treatment to the 7th day of wound treatment was carried out once a day. The wound looked reddish but there are no signs of infection such as pus and swelling in the wound area.
Suggestion: Wound treatment using honey has been implemented in hospitals. It is expected that the hospital will provide counseling and education to patients or families before going home. Properly care for wounds to patients and families understand during treatment at home.
