ABSTRACT
Background: The cognitive ability to solve problems of disabled students in general is not fully developed, because their thinking development is low compared to normal children in general. One of the therapies that can be used is Snake and ladder play therapy to improve cognitive development.
Objective: This study was conducted with the aim of finding out the application of snake and ladder play therapy to children with disabilities. So that it becomes a solution for children who experience cognitive development disorders.
Methods: This type of research is a descriptive case study. The research was carried out at SLB Harapan Mulia, Jambi City on March 18-21, 2025. The media used was Snake Ladder, the number of respondents was 3 visually impaired children aged 6-12 years. The instrument used is an observation sheet.
Results: Pre test and post test  results for An. Q, An.A and An. F shows an increase with An. Q pre test is a score of 4 (Undeveloped category), An.A pre test is a score of 5 (Undeveloped Category) and An. F is Score 4 (Not Developed category) and  post test An.Q is Score 15 (Very Well Developed category), An.A is Score 15 (Very Well Developed category) and An. F is a score of 15 (Very Well Developed category).
Conclusion: The application of snake and ladder play therapy to the cognitive development of children with disabilities is able to improve cognitive ability in solving problems in An. Q, An.A and An. F. 
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
