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Background: Ideally, Basic Life Support (BLS) for the general public can be provided by anyone, in reality, the general public often has difficulty implementing it. Emergency situations that can occur anytime and anywhere require immediate action because delays in treatment risk disability or death. This Basic Life Support for the General Public can be performed by (non-medical / general public), while Basic Life Support is performed by medical personnel or those who are professionally trained.
Objective: To determine the level of knowledge before and after conducting health education on Basic Life Support (BLS) for the general public in helping emergency victims.
Method: Before health education, respondents were only able to answer 4 questions correctly out of 10 questions and could be categorized as lacking knowledge (40%). After health education was conducted, respondents were able to answer 8 questions correctly out of 10 questions and could be categorized as having good knowledge (80%).
Results: There is an increase in knowledge of health education regarding basic life support for lay people in increasing respondents' knowledge before and after being given health education regarding basic life support for lay people in increasing knowledge in helping emergency victims.
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
