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  					ABSTRACT

Background: Cervical cancer is one of the diseases that is the main cause of death for women in the world. Cervical cancer is a malignant tumor located in the cervical (cervical) where abnormal growth occurs in the cervical epithelial tissue. Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) is the main cause of cervical cancer. Therefore, one way to prevent cervical cancer is through education on early detection of cervical cancer with pap smear and iva tests to detect early signs of cervical cancer. Jambi City is the area with the highest burden in the province, 5.76% of cases and shows that the prevalence at the Jambi City Health Center reached 0.3% with 20 cases identified (Dinkes, 2023).
Objective: This study was conducted with the aim of determining knowledge about early detection of cervical cancer with pap smear and IVA tests.
Methods: This type of research is descriptive, this research was conducted in the Payo Selincah Health Center Working Area of ​​Jambi City for 3 days with one respondent. By using a questionnaire measuring instrument on respondents to see the level of knowledge about early detection of cervical cancer and Pap smear or Iva test.
Results: Pre test results Nn.W with a score of 53 categories of knowledge less, and the results of the post test Nn.W with a score of 93 knowledge category Good.
Conclusion: Knowledge of respondents increased after being given education about early detection of cervical cancer and Pap smear or Iva test. 
Suggestion: It is expected that the results of this study can be used as a source of information or reference on early detection of cervical cancer with Pap smear and iva test.
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
