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ABSTRACT

Background: Diarrhea is the frequency of defecation more than 3 times a day within 24 hours with a liquid consistency. Diarrheal disease is still an important public health problem because it is the third major contributor to child morbidity and mortality after pneumonia in various countries, especially in developing countries, one of the developing countries is Indonesia.
Objective: To determine leaflet media education to improve mothers' knowledge about diarrhea in toddlers in the Putri Ayu Health Center working area.
Method: This research is a descriptive research with case study method. The subject in this study was one respondent according to the inclusion and exclusion criteria with an assessment using a questionnaire.
Results: The results of the pre-test and post test showed changes before and after being given education, namely An. Mrs. A with 40% knowledge (Less) to 80% (Good)
Conclusion: There is a change in the level of knowledge of mothers about diarrhea in toddlers.
Suggestion: It is hoped that the results of this study will be used as a reference in reading for the community, students, and their families in increasing mothers' knowledge about diarrhea in toddlers in the Putri Ayu Health Center Working Area, Jambi City.
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
