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ABSTRACT

Introduction : Prevalence rates for urinary tract stones vary from 1% to 20%. In countries with a high standard of living such as Sweden, Canada or the United States, the prevalence of urinary tract stones is very high (>10%). For some areas, increases of more than 37% over the past 20 years have been reported.

Objective : To determine the level of patien knowledge in prevention in preventing recurrent urinary tract stones at Bratana Hospital Jambi in 2023.

Methods : This research is a descriptive research with a case study method, the subject of this research is one patient with urinary tract stone disease who was treated at Bratanata Hospital, Jambi, the collection used an observation sheet, and the research was carried out on 23 to 26 May 2023. 
Results : It can be concluded that the priority nursing diagnoses that researchers take in providing nursing interventions about urinary tract stone disease are knowledge deficits about healthy lifestyles related to lack of exposure to information as evidenced by asking problems encountered, showing behavior not according to recommendations, showing wrong perceptions of problem. Implementation that has been done on Mr. U is health education in preventing recurrent urinary tract stones.

Suggestion : It is hoped that patients can find and add sources of information that are clear enough and can be applied as best as possible in the family in everyday life.
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
