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ABSTRACT

Introduction : Cases of sexual violence can occur due to the lack of sexual education provided to children. Therefore, sexual education needs to be introduced as early as possible to adolescent children, both by parents and schools as adults around the child. Peer education is an educational activity to influence peer groups, provide and develop knowledge, attitudes, and behaviors of the peer group.
Objective : The aim of this research is to get an overview of the application of peer education on the prevention of sexual violence behavior in adolescents.
Method : The research uses descriptive method with a case study design that is useful for obtaining meaning, description, categories of a problem with 12 adolescent subjects at SMP N12 Jambi City who participated in Indonesian Red Cross activities and were willing to be respondents
Results : The results of the research conducted by the researchers, the role of peer educators is very influential in increasing the knowledge of their peer group. In this study, the difference in the knowledge of peer groups before and after being educated by peer educators, namely before education, the average knowledge of peer groups was 50%, then after education by peer educators, the level of knowledge of peer groups increased to 100%.
Conclusion : After peer education by peer educators, the knowledge of peer groups increased. This is evidenced by the results of filling out questionnaires before and after being educated by peer educators.
Suggestion : It is expected to be a reference and add insight into the prevention of sexual violence behavior in adolescents to become a useful reading source for further research.
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
