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ABSTRACT

Background: Cervical cancer is one of the leading causes of cancer deaths in women, especially in developing countries. Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) infection is the main factor causing this cancer. Adolescent girls are an important group for prevention as HPV vaccination is most effective before they become sexually active. Adolescence is a crucial period to give this vaccine because the body's immunity is optimal and generally they have not been exposed to the virus. Unfortunately, many adolescents do not know the importance of HPV vaccination. This lack of knowledge leads to a lack of interest in vaccination. Therefore, health education about the benefits of HPV vaccination is needed to increase awareness, encourage healthy living behavior and reduce the risk of cervical cancer in the future.
Objective: The purpose of this study was to determine the level of knowledge in adolescent girls about the benefits of HPV vaccination against cervical cancer.
Method: : This study used a case study method with this study was one adolescent girl in high school according to the inclusion and exclusion criteria with an assessment using a questionnaire measuring instrument.
Result: This study shows a change in the value of the level of knowledge of adolescent girls about the benefits of HPV vaccination against cervical cancer, namely Ms. A before being given education with the correct score of 4 and after being given education with the correct score of 9. A before being given education with the correct value of 4 and after being given education with the correct value of 9.
Conclusion: There was a change in the score value of the level of knowledge of adolescent girls after the education was conducted.
Suggestion: It is hoped that the results of this study will serve as a source of information and sustainability regarding the benefits of HPV vaccination among adolescent girls, both through schools and health care facilities.
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
