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ABSTRACT

Background: Family is a step that plays an important role in the family to build family resilience, especially in children. They need to guard and supervise activities, behavior in the surrounding environment. As well as, providing moral and religious education and being an example of positive behavior. There are 350 residents of RT 41, there are 8 clients who have used drugs, it is known that the number of children from early childhood to high school reaches 110 people, it was found that around 232 families still have a very minimal understanding regarding efforts to prevent drug abuse from an early age, it turns out that there are 2 people who are very lacking in knowledge who have a score of 50% which indicates a lack of knowledge.
Objective: The objective of this study was to determine the level of family knowledge regarding early prevention of tobacco using animated video media in families in the RT.41 Lingkar Selatan Urban Village Working Area of ​​Jambi City.
Method: This study uses a descriptive method. The subjects in this study were two respondents according to the inclusion and exclusion criteria with an assessment using a questionnaire measuring instrument.
Results: The results conducted by the researcher showed changes in the knowledge level score values ​​of the two respondents, namely Mrs. I with a value before 40% (less), with a value after 100% (good) and Mrs. S with a value before 50% (less), with a value after 100% (good), (Aritonang 2008 in Maghfiroh 2019).
Conclusion: There was a change in increasing family knowledge after early prevention education on drug abuse was carried out in families.
Suggestion: It is hoped that the results of this study can be used as a source of information and can be applied to families as part of this program in order to increase knowledge in families.
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
